I strongly encourage you to oppose the health care reform act currently under consideration.

This bill covers some additional Americans (though as few as 1/3rd of the current uninsured by some reports) but does so at far too great a cost.

In addition to the direct costs, estimated as high as $1.7 Trillion (or more), for just this small increase in coverage, there are critically important indirect costs that are not as easy to measure.  The consequences of dramatically increased government intervention in healthcare are almost certain to eventually include:

· increased government size and bureaucracy.

· a decrease in the number of medical practitioners as they flee the bureaucracy.

· a decrease in quality of care.

· increases in waiting times for doctors visits, prescriptions, and “special” treatments.

· rationing of care and long lines.

· decreased medical research and advancements over time leading to countless future deaths.

These consequences are not imagined.  They have already been realized by other countries taking this road.

I am not fooled, and neither should you be, by promises that the reform will only include government options and not the government as a single payer.  Anyone doing any research, or with any sense for that matter, can find that government involvement will crowd out public payers over time, leading to a single payer system with the consequences listed above.

I feel I must be clear.  A vote against this bill gains you my appreciation and support.  However, if you vote for this bill, you will have lost any chance of gaining my vote in 2010 and I will do everything in my power to work against your re-election in both the primaries and general election (if necessary), even if it means voting across party lines.  

We American taxpayers are fed up with the wasteful spending of our government, and the out of control growth currently underway.  As your constituent, I demand that you work to lower our taxes, reduce our debt, and shrink the size of government.
